The currency of the United States is the United States
dollar (USD), which is the most widely used currency
in the world. The dollar is subdivided into 100 cents,
with coins in denominations of 1, 5, 10, 25, and 50
cents, and paper notes in denominations of $1, $2, S5,
$10, $20, $50, and $100. The design of the currency
features several important figures and symbols related
to American history and culture, including portraits of
past presidents such as George Washington and
Abraham Lincoln, and landmarks such as the Lincoln
Memorial and the White House. The back of each bill
features an image of a different landmark or symbol,
such as the Great Seal of the United States, the Statue
of Liberty, or the bald eagle.

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Weather in Kokomo, Indiana
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Indiana has a humid continental climate,
characterized by hot summers and cold winters.
Located in the Midwest region, Indiana experiences all
four seasons. Average high temperatures during the
summer months (June-August) range from the upper
70s to mid-80s degrees F (25-30°C), while average
lows during winter (December-February) can fall into
the teens (-7 to -12°C) in the northern parts of the
state.

The state also receives moderate to high levels of
precipitation throughout the year, with an annual
average of around 40 inches (1016 mm) of rainfall.
Winter snowfall can vary widely from year to year,
with some parts of the state receiving less than 20
inches (51 cm) of snow in a typical year, while others
receive more than 50 inches (127 cm).

In the United States, there are two associated plug
types, types A and B. Plug type A is the plug which has
two flat parallel pins and plug type B is the plug which
has two flat parallel pins and a grounding pin. USA
operates on a 120V supply voltage and 60Hz.
Compared to Korea, the voltage and frequency in the
United States are different, including the shape of the
plug and outlet used, so please consider having an US
plug adapter in advance.

Tipping is a practiced social custom in the United
States. Tips can also be called gratuity or service
charges. Tipping by definition is voluntary at the
discretion of the customer. In restaurants, offering
traditional table service, a gratuity of 15-20% of the
amount of a customer’s check (before tax) is
customary when good to excellent service is provided.



In buffet-style restaurants where the server brings only
beverages, 10-15% is customary.

Higher tips may be given for excellent service, and
lower tips for mediocre service. Tips are also generally
given for services provided at golf courses, casinos,
hotels, spas, salons, and for concierge services, food
delivery, and taxis.
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Alcohol Laws in Indiana
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The legal drinking age in Indiana is 21. Anyone
younger than that can be charged with a crime for
drinking, holding, or even being in the same car as
alcohol. If you're 21 or older, you can also be charged
with a crime for selling, buying, or giving alcohol to a
minor.

Indiana prohibits the sales of cold beer by grocery
stores or gas stations, but allows cold beer to be sold
from liquor stores. Indiana law requires liquor store
licensees and employees to verify the identity of
anyone under the age of 40 when conducting a
carryout sale. Make sure to carry unexpired ID with a
photo and date of birth when purchasing alcohol or
drinking at a restaurant or bar.



State law permits the sale of alcohol from 7a.m. to 3
a.m. Sunday through Saturday.

However, hours for carryout alcohol sales from liquor
stores, groceries, pharmacies and convenience stores is
noon to 8 p.m. on Sundays.
